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Towards the 25th anniversary of the Oriental branch
of the Institute of Modern Languages and International Studies

On a long journey with light luggage
does not happen (Chinese wisdom)

In 2000, on the basis of the Faculty of Foreign Languages of the Yakut State University (FFL
YSU), the Department of Oriental Languages and Country Studies (DOLCS) was opened. The
beginning of 2025 — the year of the snake according to the eastern calendar — coincided with the
first anniversary of the Oriental branch of the Institute of Modern Languages and International
Studies of the M.K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal University (IMLIS NEFU).

This significant event in the life of our university was largely facilitated by the perestroika
processes in Russia, which opened the way to the East, where the countries of the Asia-Pacific
region (APR) became the political and economic priority of the new Russia. Back at the
beginning of the 18th century the founder of the Russian Empire, Peter the Great, understanding
the importance of his eastern neighbors, laid the foundations for the creation of a single Eurasian
geopolitical-sociocultural space and formed the paradigm of the Eurasian policy of the Russian
state, first of all establishing legal relations with China. Nowadays, the Russian Federation, in
geopolitical and geostrategic terms, is one of the large Eurasian states of the APR.

Russia faces the responsible task of strengthening its own sovereignty in order to fit into
the infrastructure of the Asia-Pacific countries, but not only as a raw material appendage for the
developed economies of this region. And this is a special phenomenon in the development of
transport, energy, agricultural, and social infrastructures. The Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) as part
of the Far Eastern Federal District (FEFD) has become an outpost of the Russian Federation in
the Far East. Eastern Siberia, of course, is not the “civilization of the East,” but it is also the East.
Thanks to the new status of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), the problems of the entire vast Asia-
Pacific region have become much closer to us. And therefore, the training of relevant specialists
is very important.

The great responsibility of the Far Eastern Federal District was discussed on September
22-27 last year at the XIV Congress of Russian Orientalists, held under the slogan “Turn to the
East and Russian Oriental Studies” in Vladivostok, of which I was a participant. According to
the unanimous opinion of the congress participants, a domestic oriental study is going through
a period of crisis. When discussing the concept of “Russia’s Turn to the East,” the participants
expressed concern about the threat of the disappearance of certain areas of oriental studies and its
erosion due to the introduction of specialists from related sciences that have nothing to do with
oriental studies. The speakers emphasized the mistake of confusing oriental studies with regional
studies (there is a direction that is included in political sciences). The participants also touched
on the most painful moments of oriental specialists facing the problem of quality employment.
The resolution of the congress especially noted the need to promote scientific communication
between the leading centers of oriental studies in the country and its new centers. But the main
leitmotif was the call to develop and support domestic oriental studies as a reliable and promising
guarantee of the prosperity of our state. And in this vein, the speech of the Deputy Minister of
Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation sounded optimistic and encouraging
K.I. Mogilevsky, who announced the launch by the Ministry of a new oriental program, which
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will give new impetus to all oriental education. The program is aimed not only at modernizing the
system of training specialized specialists in oriental studies, but also organizing advanced training
courses for teachers, developing network interaction with educational and scientific institutions
of friendly countries. The issue of scholarship support for students who have achieved success in
their studies is also being addressed.

Our Oriental Department of the IMLIS, like all new centers of oriental studies in the country,
experienced all the difficulties of establishing such a specific education: the lack of traditions of
teaching oriental sciences against the backdrop of remoteness from established oriental centers.
Oriental studies education in NEFU, as in all peripheral universities, began in the traditional
direction — philological, and more specifically, pedagogical with the teaching of basic knowledge
of the history and culture of the countries of the language being studied. The DOLCS curriculum
provides for the main feature of Oriental studies education — universalism: so that our graduate
becomes simultancously a linguist, a historian, and a literary critic, that is, he masters the
necessary complex of humanities disciplines.

Traditionally, the main focus is on the study of oriental languages. Of course, knowledge
of the language is one of the main foundations for establishing contacts in society. As they say,
it is possible to teach a Chinese philologist the basics of banking in six months, but it is clearly
not possible to teach a banker the Chinese language in six months. At the same time, time shows
that the traditional approach to training specialists in oriental studies, with an emphasis only on
language, no longer meets modern requirements. Language is a means of communication, but
today automated translation solves the problem of communication at a fairly high level. Today,
knowledge of the oriental language has ceased to be a unique resource for orientalists. In other
words, knowledge of the Eastern language has become only one important, but not the main
element of Oriental studies, which means knowledge and understanding of the country, culture,
worldview, psychology of its inhabitants, the ability to communicate and build relationships with
authorities, business, scientists and ordinary people.

I will not undertake to judge my fellow philologists: I will only touch on the issue of the
place and role of the regional studies discipline, which is mandatory for an orientalists. In all
universities where oriental languages are taught, country studies disciplines are strictly taught,
and even special departments of country studies are created. On this path, our main pain is the
shortage of specialist teachers in country studies courses, which makes it impossible to hope for
reliable sustainable development of the discipline, not to mention the scientific perspective.

In this regard, the most painful topic comes up again — the problem of employing our
graduates. This is where the disappointment of the oriental studies graduate occurs when he gives
up his dreams of a bright and interesting life full of impressions and exotic things. Unfortunately,
there are reasons for this of a very different nature. Most graduates are forced to go to structures
that have nothing to do with Oriental studies. Meanwhile, with the strengthening of the country
studies direction within the framework of business orientation in the educational process,
including the opportunity to practice defending diplomas on relevant topics, in which many “non-
humanitarian” organizations are interested, the department could receive additional employment
opportunities for its graduates. In other words, the educational process should include those
educational programs that would take into account the needs of the Asian market and guarantee
in-demand employment.

Against the backdrop of all-Russian difficulties in oriental studies, we have the complete
absence of any archival materials in the republic and the remoteness from oriental research
centers, which is a big obstacle to the expansion of the development of country studies topics,
especially scientific ones. Teachers and students can only use our only resource — knowledge of
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oriental languages. And here it should be noted that we have certain achievements, especially
among students — members of the student scientific circle “Current problems of Asia-Pacific
countries”. Their presentations at conferences using materials in oriental languages on the history
of the Lena region and the connections of its inhabitants with neighboring peoples in the Asia-
Pacific region were published in scientific journals. In addition to historical issues, students are
interested in the spiritual sphere: for example, shamanism in the Asia-Pacific countries.

All this indicates that the historical (country studies) memory of the people is alive, if it
is continued today by our hero of the day — DOLCS IMLIS. The key to this is that the NEFU
leadership, starting from rectors V. V. Filippov, A.N. Alekseev, E.I. Mikhailova and A.N. Nikolaev
had and still has a sincere desire to support and develop the nascent Yakut oriental studies, and the
team of DOLCS IMLIS will never run out of enthusiasm and desire to join the ranks of domestic
orientalists.

The main wishes for the future strengthening and development of oriental education at the
IMLIS of our university include:

— taking into account the demand for oriental education among young people in the republic,
the leadership of the university and the IMLIS should support oriental studies not only as a
locomotive for studying foreign languages, but also as a practice-oriented educational process;

— open an oriental studies lyceum at the NEFU Language Center, which will effectively help
identify talented youth and improve the quality of future orientalists;

— strengthen the department with specialists in oriental studies, incl. regional experts from
Asia-Pacific countries; practice exchange not only of students, but also of teachers to improve
their qualifications;

— attract grants on country studies and business topics;

— to establish a constant exchange of experience with domestic oriental centers in order to
find new scientific directions and initiate joint research projects.

The Department of Oriental Languages and Country Studies, being at the very beginning of
its responsible oriental path, successfully copes with the task of training specialists in oriental
studies on the basis of general pedagogical education at the undergraduate level. Congratulating
my native team on this wonderful silver anniversary, I am immensely grateful to fate for my
professional life, which began within the walls of the Yakut State University, for the fact that it
brought me together with like-minded colleagues who are passionate about the language, culture
and history of the many-sided mysterious Asia.
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
