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Happy Anniversary, dear law faculty!

This year, very important for us will be the events dedicated to the 25th anniversary of the
formation of the Law Faculty of our university, as well as the 105th anniversary of Professor
Mikhail Mikhailovich Fedorov, who stood at the origins of higher legal education and science in
our republic.

The Department of Jurisprudence of YASU was established by Professor M. M. Fedorov in
1982, then in 2000 it was transformed into an independent Faculty of Law.

The issue of organization of higher legal education was complicated and thorny. Thus,
starting from 1975, thanks to the active and consistent efforts of Doctor of Law, Professor Mikhail
Mikhailovich Fedorov, with the support of the then leadership of the University represented by
Rector Arian Ilyich Kuzmin and Vice-Rector Ivan Grigorievich Spiridonov, in 1982. With the
consent of Ivan Filippovich Obraztsov, Academician of the Academy of Sciences of the USSR,
then Minister of Higher and Secondary Specialized Education of the RSFSR, it was agreed that
Yakutsk State University would open a correspondence department of legal studies with an
enrollment of 50 correspondence students annually, and in 1988, with the support of the former
Chairman of the Council of Ministers of our republic, Sergei Nikolaevich Markin, a full-time
department of legal studies was established with an enrollment of 25 students per year. In 1985,
to organize legal education, the only department of jurisprudence was established, which was
headed for a number of years by Professor M. M. Fedorov.

I am proud that since 1994, by the decision of the Academic Council of Yakutsk State
University under the chairmanship of Rector Vasily Vasilievich Filippov, I was lucky enough
to work for three years as the Head of the Department of Legal Studies. In 1995, together with
the patriarch of legal education, Professor Mikhail Mikhailovich Fedorov and Olga Dmitrievna
Maximova, we developed the Concept of Legal Education Development in the Republic for
the period up to 2005, which was approved by the Academic Council of YASU on April 27,
1995 and began to be successfully implemented. The Concept provided for the training of legal
personnel in the system of higher and specialized secondary education, as well as retraining and
advanced training of legal personnel and teachers of law schools. It also included the principles,
main directions of legal education development, issues of interregional, international cooperation
of legal educational institutions, their material and technical support, measures for training
and strengthening of scientific and pedagogical personnel, development of connection of legal
education with science and practice, management and resource support of legal education.

It should be noted that in that period we were solving a lot of urgent problems, including a
significant problem of development of legal education was the lack of teaching staff, due to the
small number of persons with degrees in legal sciences, as well as the low level of remuneration
compared to the average salary of lawyers in other industries and difficulties in providing housing,
but we tried to solve these issues with the help of the rectorate. At that time, Alexey Dyachkovsky
and Vladimir Efremov started their postgraduate studies at PFUR, and Olga Maksimova and
Natalia Zakharova started their postgraduate studies at Moscow State University.

YaSU was the only university in the country where the training of lawyers was conducted
by a single department of jurisprudence. To ensure quality graduation of lawyers with clear
specialization, it was necessary to have at least three departments:

1) state-legal disciplines;
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2) criminal-legal disciplines;

3) civil-legal disciplines.

Therefore, we gradually started to establish these departments with the approval of the
Academic Council of Yakutsk State University in April 1996.

In addition, we began to pay special attention to strengthening the material and technical
base, including the acquisition of computer equipment, provision of modern legal literature
and teaching aids, and, first of all, expansion of teaching space. We paid special attention to
conducting educational practice in state authorities, judicial and law enforcement bodies, banks,
companies and firms.

We began to pay more attention to the initiatives of the student community. Thus, on the
initiative of students of the Law Department in 1995, a club of law students “Themis” was
formed, the president of which was elected student Peter Gogolev, who later became a doctor of
law. This club started its activity quite energetically and found support from the Department of
Legal Studies, as well as from the Union of Lawyers of the Republic. Therefore, student scientific
circles began to work actively.

A round table was also held with the participation of representatives of law enforcement
agencies of the republic on the problems of combating crime, and the first student scientific-
practical conference was held on the theme: “Issues of federalism and development of modern
Russian law”, dedicated to the Constitution Day of the republic. It should be noted that most
of the reports presented by the students of Yakutsk State University and Yakutsk Humanitarian
College aroused keen interest on the part of the participants and were highly appreciated by the
teachers and guests of the conference. By decision of the Board of the Union of Lawyers of the
Republic, the president and vice-president of the club “Themis” were given the opportunity to
participate in the meetings of the Board and other events of the legal community.

On April 26, 2000, during the period when Anatoly Nikolaevich Alekseev was the rector of
YASU, an independent law faculty was established, which became the embodiment of current
trends in the development of higher legal education and today the faculty occupies leading
positions in the structure of the North-Eastern Federal University. Albina Afanasyevna Stepanova
was elected the first dean, who laid important foundations for the organization of quality training
of future lawyers, and since 2005 the dean was Peter Vasilievich Gogolev, who for 14 years made
a huge contribution to its development.Since September 30, 2019 the dean of the Faculty of Law
is Rum RumovichUshnitsky, who successfully manages the faculty. We are rightfully proud of
the history of our faculty and its achievements and traditions.

From the moment of its foundation the staff of the faculty set a high level of work, which is
maintained until now. It allows to prepare highly professional specialists who work in various
spheres of jurisprudence. The graduates of the faculty, in addition to high qualification, are
distinguished by the breadth and universality of education, devotion to the principles of legality
and the cause of protecting the rights and interests of man and citizen, deep decency and high
morality.

Thanks to talented and creative teachers, who are infinitely devoted to their work, the
graduates of the faculty get a ticket to life, to the world of profession, to the world of high
achievements. The teaching staff of the faculty combines the training of legal personnel with
scientific research with unwavering success. Many of the teachers have a rich experience of
teaching and research work.

The Faculty of Law continues the best educational practices created and improved at the
Faculty of History and Philology, Faculty of History and Law of Yakutsk State University. The
teaching staff is faithful to the traditions of high quality standards of legal education laid down
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by doctors of law, professors Mikhail Mikhailovich Fedorov and Dmitry Nikolayevich Mironov.

Today we can state that the Faculty is constantly improving educational technologies,
innovations in legal practice, basic professional educational programs, organizational support of
educational, scientific and educational processes.

It is noteworthy that today the Faculty of Law is the only educational and research unit of
the North-Eastern Federal University, which trains lawyers at all levels of professional education,
from secondary professional education to higher education.

The priority areas of training are academic bachelor’s, master’s and postgraduate courses in
law, as well as training of mid-level specialists.

The main objectives of the Faculty of Law today are: training of specialists based not only
on the legal heritage of the world and Russia, but also taking into account the regional specifics
of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) as a subject of the Russian Federation, taking into account the
peculiarities of its own legal regulation.

Today the Faculty of Law of the North-Eastern Federal University is one of the major centers
of training of highly qualified specialists — lawyers of a wide profile in the Far East. The field
of future professional activity of graduates of the Faculty of Law of the North-Eastern Federal
University named after M.K. Ammosov includes practical activity in legislative, executive and
judicial authorities, local self-government bodies, commercial and non-commercial organizations.

The structure of the Faculty of Law combines classics with innovations. A great role in this is
given to the specialized departments, among which are successfully functioning:

— Department of Theory and History of State and Law (head — candidate of philosophical
sciences, associate professor, excellent professional educator of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia)
A. E. Mayakunov);

— Department of Constitutional and Municipal Law (Head — Candidate of Legal Sciences,
Associate Professor, Honored Lawyer of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), Laureate of the State
Prize of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) named after Professor M.M. Fedorov A.A. Stepanova);
— Department of Civil Law and Process (Head — Candidate of Historical Sciences, Associate
Professor T.N. Oglezneva); — Department of Criminal Law and Process (Head — Candidate of
Legal Sciences, Associate Professor, T.N. Oglezneva) Stepanova);

— Department of Civil Law and Process (Head — candidate of historical sciences, associate
professor T. N. Oglezneva);

— Department of Criminal Law and Process (Head — candidate of legal sciences, associate
professor, honored lawyer of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), editor of the series «SOCIAL
SCIENCE» of the scientific peer-reviewed journal ” VESTNIK OF NORTH-EASTERN
FEDERAL UNIVERSITY» A.A. Pavlova);

— Department of Arctic Law and Law of the Asia-Pacific Region (head — candidate of law,
honorary worker of education of the Russian Federation, associate professor, honored lawyer
of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), United Nations expert on the rights of indigenous peoples
A.N. Sleptsov);

— Law College.

Cherishing the history of our faculty and multiplying the achievements of our graduates
and teachers should be an important tradition that will open new horizons of development and
success.

Every nation, every country has universally recognized, talented personalities, whose names
are associated with state activity and who have made a great contribution to the development of
education, culture and spirituality. In the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) practically all the initiatives
of the first years of the new statehood of the republic are connected with the name of the First
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President of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) Mikhail Efimovich Nikolaev. We are sincerely
grateful to our first president for the support of our university, including the Faculty of Law.

When we talk about Yakutia’s statehood and the development of legal education and science
in the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), we certainly refer to the personality of Professor Mikhail
Mikhailovich Fedorov.

Mikhail Mikhailovich Fedorov, as rightly noted by Doctor of Law, Professor Dmitry
Nikolaevich Mironov, is the first legal scholar who began to study Yakutia’s state studies. In
this regard, it should be noted that it was Professor M.M. Fedorov who began to study state
studies, or the development of Yakutia’s statehood with the application of legal norms that
existed and were applied at that time, i.e. in a certain period of time. As he notes in his book
“Participation of the Peoples of Yakutia in the Strengthening of Russia” (Yakutsk: Bichik, 2000):
“The process of creating a centralized, multinational state of Russia was objectively conditioned
by the development of social and industrial relations in the country and the economic, political,
and strategic interests of the Russian state generated by them.The accession of Yakutia to the
Russian multinational, centralized state, firstly, represented a practical embodiment of Russia’s
political interests associated with the process of creating a large multinational state, secondly,
meant the acquisition of a large multinational state. Thirdly, it became the basis for the realization
of Russia’s strategic interest aimed at finding ways to the north-western shores of the Pacific
Ocean, the sea and the world market. Yakutsk region was actually annexed to Russia in 1632”.

According to his position, today’s generation of Yakutians needs to develop and preserve
inter-ethnic peace and harmony and strive to maintain the advanced position of the Republic of
Sakha (Yakutia) as a leading subject of the Russian Federation. We must seriously prepare for a
worthy meeting of the 400th anniversary of Yakutia’s joining the great Russian state, which we
will celebrate in 2032.

For one of the most famous lawyers of our republic — Dmitry Nikolaevich Mironov, the First
Chairman of the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), serving people and the
law is not just a profession, but a firm life position, according to which a person and his rights are
of the highest value and need constant protection.

Serving the law in its various aspects has become a lifelong endeavor for him, which can
safely be called service in the name of the Fatherland and for the benefit of his native Republic
of Sakha (Yakutia).

The first steps of Dmitry Nikolaevich’s teaching and scientific activity began in his native
Sverdlovsk Law Institute, and already in 1970-1971 he worked as a senior lecturer at the Law
Faculty of Yaroslavl State University, in 1972-1980 as a senior lecturer and associate professor.
—1In 1972-1980 he worked as a senior lecturer and associate professor at the History of State and
Law Department of the All-Union Law Correspondence Institute, and in 1980-1984 as an associate
professor at the History of State and Law Department of the All-Union Law Correspondence
Institute. — In 1980-1984, he was an associate professor of the Department of History of State and
Law at Orenburg University.

In 1984, at the invitation of Professor Mikhail Mikhailovich Fedorov, the founder of the
republic’s higher law school, he came to his native Yakutia and continued his teaching career until
1992 as Associate Professor of the Department of Scientific Communism, Associate Professor of
the Department of Jurisprudence, and Head of the Department of Jurisprudence at the Faculty
of History and Law of the M.K. Ammosov Yakutsk State University. For many years the life
of D. N. Mironov’s life has been closely connected with the main university of our republic,
to which he has given a lot of labor and effort, and thanks to the effective work of the teaching
staff the quality of education has improved, and we are proud that, meeting all the requirements,

our university has received a higher status, becoming the North-Eastern Federal University. In
short, together with Prof. M. M. Fedorov, Doctor of Law, he stood at the origins of formation and
development of higher legal education in the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia).

During the years of work in higher educational institutions with his direct participation many
prominent lawyers grew up not only in our republic, but also in other regions of Russia. More
than one generation of law students remember their professor, an experienced, very demanding
teacher, with kind words. And I, being one of the numerous pupils of Professor D.N. Mironov,
and further, since 1994, becoming his colleague on teaching activity, can responsibly state that
his professional level as a teacher and an inquisitive scientist, is extremely high and difficult to
achieve.

This forces us to be more responsible and strive for self-improvement like our teacher and
mentor.

D. N. Mironov’s activity is deservedly appreciated both in the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia)
and in the Russian Federation. By the Decree of the President of the Russian Federation Dmitry
Nikolaevich was awarded the honorary title “Honored Lawyer of the Russian Federation”, and on
September 23, 2011. By the Decree of the President of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), he was
awarded the high title “Honorary Citizen of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia)” for his outstanding
services in the field of state building of the republic, special contribution to the development of
constitutional justice, strengthening of the rule of law and many years of fruitful work in training
legal personnel.

We should be proud of the fact that such venerable lawyers and professionals of the highest
qualification as Professor Mikhail Mikhailovich Fedorov and Professor Dmitry Nikolaevich
Mironov stood at the origins of legal education and science of the republic.
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
