Professor Lyudmila Timofeevna Ivanova is 90 years old

Lyudmila Timofeevna Ivanova, Professor, Candidate of Historical Sciences, Honorary Worker
of Higher Professional Education of the Russian Federation, Honored Worker of Education of the
RS(Ya), Teacher of Teachers of the RS(Ya), Honorary Veteran of NEFU, turned 90 on January
12,2025.

Lyudmila Timofeevna Ivanova was born on January 12, 1935 in the II Kangalassky village
of the Nyurbinsky district in the family of an employee. She was raised by her grandfather
Innokenty and grandmother Feodosia Rozhin. My grandfather was a priest, my grandmother was
a teacher. In 1942, she entered the st grade of the Nyurbinsky secondary school No.1. During
her schooling, she was interested in history and read a lot. After graduating from high school in
1952, having successfully passed the entrance tests, she became a student at the Moscow State
Historical and Archival Institute.
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After graduating from the Institute in 1957, L.T. Ivanova began her career as head of the
reading room of the Central State Archive of the Russian Academy of Sciences (TSGA YAASSR),
and soon became head of the archive. During her work in the archive, the first collections of
archival documents were published: “Documents on the revolutionary events of 1905-1907 in
Yakutia”, “The struggle for the establishment and consolidation of Soviet power in Yakutia”,
which gave rise to the active publication activities of the archive. In 1965, Lyudmila Timofeevna
began work on the collection “Yakut Archive”, which was published in 1966.

As for the scientific interests of L.T. Ivanova, while still working in the archive, she became
interested in the problem of the emancipation of women in Yakutia. She worked to identify
documents in the party archive of the Yakut Regional Committee of the CPSU, extracts were
made on 258 sheets, an article was published on the 40th anniversary of the First All-Yakut
Congress of Women, and the minutes of the Yakut Ulusa Women’s Conference of 1921 were
published.

For her years of work and hard work in the archival business of the republic, she was awarded
a Certificate of Honor from the Main Archival Department under the Council of Ministers of the
USSR and the Central Committee of the Trade Union of Employees of State Institutions.

To continue her scientific research on the history of the women’s movement in Yakutia, she
entered the graduate school of the Yakut State University in 1968, where, under the scientific
supervision of Professor G.P. Basharin, she prepared a dissertation on “The emancipation of
women in Yakutia and their role in socialist construction (1917-1937),” which she defended in
1971. Her monograph was published in 1974., which summarized the historical experience of the
social emancipation of women in the multinational Soviet Union on the example of solving the
women’s issue in Yakutia.

After completing her postgraduate studies, she began working at the Department of History
of the USSR, first as an assistant, then as a senior lecturer, then as an associate professor. From
1979 to 1989. Lyudmila Timofeevna worked as Deputy Dean of the Faculty of History and
Philology, and then of the Faculty of History and Law. In 1989-1994, she was the head of the
Department of Russian History. In 1996, she was elected to the position of professor at YSU.
In 2000, when the Faculty of History became an independent division of the University, a new
department was founded under her leadership — the Department of Methods of Teaching History
and Social Studies. She has also opened new areas of specialist training. Thus, she provided and
consolidated the training of archivists. Also thanks to her, in 2009, the faculty opened for the first
time a second department specializing in the training of teachers of history and social studies.

Lyudmila Timofeevna Ivanova is an innovative teacher. She developed and implemented
teaching at the faculty of a new complex field — the general theory of history, namely courses of
lectures on the theory and methodology of history and philosophy of history, invested a lot of
work on the introduction of a civilizational approach, new paradigms of history in the teaching of
national history. L.T. Ivanova has many other useful initiatives on her account. For example, even
before the introduction of the rating system for monitoring students’ knowledge at our university,
she had already successfully practiced it since the early 1990s. She developed a methodology for
composing tests for entrance exams in history and social studies. She was the first chairman of
the Republican subject commissions of the Unified State Exam in History and Social Studies.

Professor L.T. Ivanova has been engaged in scientific research on the problems of the
women’s movement in Yakutia for many years, has a monograph and more than 80 articles and
publications, and is essentially the initiator of a new scientific trend in Yakut studies — Yakut
feminology. Lyudmila Timofeevna also fruitfully supervised graduate students, 5 of them became
candidates of sciences.
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Lyudmida Timofeevna Ivanova and her husband, the famous historian, academician, Doctor
of Historical Sciences Vasily Nikolaevich Ivanov, lived together for 64 years of a happy life
together. She was his muse, beloved and devoted wife, friend, colleague. They have two daughters,
4 grandchildren, and 3 great-grandchildren.

Professor L.T. Ivanova is distinguished by her breadth and systematic thinking, great
erudition, constant striving for comparative historical parallels, firmness and fidelity to principles,
and the need for self-development. She made a significant contribution to the professional training
of historians, to the development of higher historical education, including its organizational
foundations.
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
