The Mirny District is one of the key regions of Yakutia, where significant changes in the
population size and ethnic composition occurred from the 1950s to the 1990s, driven by the development
of natural resources, particularly diamonds. While numerous scholarly works exist on the industrial
development of Western Yakutia and the ethnodemography of Yakutia, a comprehensive study characterizing
the ethnodemography of the Mirny District specifically from the early 1950s to the 1990s has not been
conducted. This article utilizes archival materials, statistical data, and census data. The relevance of
this study stems from the need for a thorough understanding of the historical development of the Mirny
District as a key industrial center of Yakutia, formed during the period of intensive diamond mining in
the USSR. In the second half of the 20th century, the district underwent a rapid transformation from
a sparsely populated area to a dynamic region with high migration activity, which influenced the demographic
structure, ethnic composition, and socioeconomic characteristics of the population. In the current context,
as Russia faces the challenges of a demographic crisis, urbanization, and interethnic interactions, studying
the historical and demographic aspects of the Mirny District is of practical importance.
